Thanks also to 

American Legion for use of their Hall, the young men 

from the California Youth Authority Camp for 

loading and unloading books, Altera Realty for 

donating their truck, and last, but certainly not least, 

all FACL members who helped with the sale and 

attended.  We are very grateful to all of our supporters 

for making this event possible.  The spring used book 

sale is scheduled for May 14-16, 2010, so mark your 

calendars.  We very much need your donation of 

books for the next sale.  To make a large donation of 

books, call me at 296-0940 or Helen Bierce at 267-

0855 to arrange for pick-up, otherwise a bag of books 

can be dropped off at the Jackson library. 
 

At the October FACL board meeting, a number of 

important decisions were reached.   
 

¶ The board decided to issue the FACL Bulletin 

quarterly rather than bi-monthly to reduce 

costs and to deliver a more informational 

newsletter.  This change will save about $600 

annually and is effective January 2010. 

 

¶ The board approved the purchase of several 

items on the ñLibrary Wish Listò:  The World 

Book Encyclopedia ($850), one early literacy 

station with software for children K-4 

($2,790), and one regular computer for the 

childrenôs section ($1,500). 

 

¶ The board approved a proposal to increase 

income from book sales by selling books 

worth $12 or more on-line.  Magnus 

Berglund, a local professional book seller and 

FACL member, will handle this for us. 
 

Because the board would like to increase our 

financial support for the library, we participated in a 

brainstorming session on additional avenues for 

fundraising.  Thank you to non-board members Kathy 

Glunt, Mary Foster, and Pat Houghton who helped 

facilitate the session and to Susan Robles, Elaine 

Sommer, and Norene Williamson who joined us in 

brainstorming.  I will be forming a fundraising 

committee to explore the most promising ideas that 

were generated at the session.

Charlie's mom is Kathy she started out as a Literacy 

Volunteer and then decided she would like to become a 

Library Volunteer. She has been volunteering as a Story 

Time Reader Volunteer for the past 6 months. She selects 

and reads stories once a week for our Pre-School Story times 

as well as puts together a craft to go along with a story. 

  

Kathy had originally approached us with the idea of having Charlie come to the library to read. Charlie 

is a special Reading Education Assistance Dog and has won an award for his excellent reading skills. 

Reading Education Assistance Dogs (R.E.A.D.) are registered therapy animals who volunteer with their 

owner/handlers as a team, going to schools, libraries and many other settings as reading companions for 

children. 

  

Charlie is one of those dogs. Kathy his owner is a former elementary school teacher who wanted to bring 

the excitement of reading to more children through the use of her dog. 

  

As a Summer Reading Program Volunteer, Charlie and his owner Kathy have been visiting the library 

each Friday in July from 10:30-12:00. Children that wish to read to Charlie sign up ahead of time in 

increments of 15 min., they select a story to read to the dog and Charlie will listen attentively to each 

story. 

  

Charlie has worked out very well here at the library and we've had some very shy children truly open 

up by reading to our special volunteer. 

  

We received permission from Kathy, each child and each child's parent/grandparent to post the 

pictures. (We have signed release forms if you need copies of these let me know). Of course Charlie loves 

having his picture taken.

NOBEL PRIZE FOR LITERATURE 

 
An article in this monthôs Sacramento Bee about the Nobel prize winners in relationship to specific areas 

raised a question.  The question proposed was this:  In America the prize was more often given in the fields of 

Science and Mathematics than in the field of Literature!  How surprising!  All we hear is the low level of 

educational achievement by American students in these two areas!  And as for authors!   

 

The Libraries and Publishing Houses are turning out publications by the thousands.  The output of remarkable 

publications and many critically acclaimed, seems without number.  So it seemed wise to turn to a source for 

information.  This is not a deep study into the area of Pulitzer Prize vs. Literature awards in America.  But the 

facts are interesting, and I think surprising.  So here is how we stand by year of authors. 

 

In the ten years from ó80 to ó89 American recipient of Nobel prize was granted to a Polish/American writer: 

Czessario Milosz.  For the ó90ôs decade again just one authorôs work was recognized.  Toni Morrison, beloved 

author received the Prize in 1993.  In review thenðfrom ó78 thru the ó90ôs the Nobel prize for Literature was 

selected only twice.  To date in the 21st century a US author has been nominated.  This is a time span of 

thirteen years. 

 

Looking back over the past thirty-two years, 1930 to 1962 six well-known and illustrious authors are Nobel 

Prize winners:  They are Saul Bellow, John Steinbeck, Ernest Hemingway, William Faulkner and Eugene 

OôNeil.  The place these authors hold in our American Literary world makes us proud.  The next author 

selected for a Nobel prize in Literature, whatever year, will be a voice speaking of our values, heritage, 

humanity, politics, culture and principles as have those so elegantly and truthfully before them.
